Council of Australian 
Governments meeting 
communiqué 

The Council of Australian Governments 
(COAG) met in Canberra on 29 
November 2008. The meeting 
considered: the global financial market 
conditions; federal financial relations; 
health and ageing; reform of roles and 
responsibilities for funding and service 
delivery between governments;  
productivity agenda; affordable 
housing; disability; Indigenous reforms; 
a seamless national economy; 
infrastructure; climate change and 
water; and inter-jurisdictional exchange 
of criminal history information for 
people working with children.

Funding will help create 133,000 jobs, 
invest $15.1 billion to stimulate the 
economy and drive significant reform 

in health, education, housing, business 
deregulation, and close the indigenous 
life expectancy gap. Through COAG, 
the Australian Government will 
invest $15.1 billion in a national 
reform package focused primarily on 
improving schools and hospitals, and 
training more quality teachers, nurses 
and doctors.

In the December 2008 Ministerial 
Statement on COAG Business 
Regulation Agreement and Small 
Business Initiatives, the Minister 
Assisting the Finance Minister on 
Deregulation, the Hon Craig Emerson 
MP, noted that work has been 
undertaken on reforms to 27 different 
areas of regulation. In this Ministerial 
Statement, Mr Emerson commented 
that agreement had been reached in 
important areas like financial services 
and consumer credit regulation.
